GENERAL INFORMATION AND MEET RULES

The competition will be held under ASA Laws and ASA Technical Rules

All entrants must be a member of an affiliated club, and an amateur as defined by ASA Law.

Age groups are 9yrs, 10yrs, 11yrs, 12yrs, 13yrs, 14yrs 15yrs & over. Competition ages will be as 4th
July 2009, the 9yrs category, must be 9 on the day of the gala.

All events will be heat declared winners. Heats will be arranged according to submitted entry times.
Competitors are eligible to enter only events in their own age group.

ENTRY SHEETSWILL BE ISSUED PRIOR TO THE EVENT, ANY ERRORS MUST BE REPORTED TO THE ORGANISER
AS SOON AS POSSIBLE TO ALLOW TIME TO AMEND THE PROGRAMME.

Late entries will not be accepted.

Competitors must report to the Competitors Stewards at the starting control 2 events before their event
is due, at which time they will be allocated to their correct lane. Any competitor not reporting on time
may be excluded from the event.

Awards will be presented to the first 6 swimmers in each age group.

Competitors who have won awards must report to the Trophy Stewards when called by the
announcer.

There are no additional tolerance times, competitors who break cut-off times will not be eligible
for the first six awards but will receive speeding tickets.

Coaches will be admitted to the poolside on production of a coaches’ pass available on the day if not
purchased before, costing £7.00 this includes, start sheets, a programme and result sheets.

The referee’s decision is final.

Swimmers are requested to use the changing room lockers.

No outdoor shoes are to worn on the poolside, footwear must be worn outside the pool area.

No glass containers are permitted on the poolside.

You are advised not to leave clothes or equipment lying around as neither the Promoters or Ponds
Forge Management can accept liability for loss or damage. Any lost property should be taken to the

announcer’s table.

Any person wishing to use video or camera equipment must register with the Borough of Barnsley
Swimming Club at the Admissions Desk in the reception area.

The Promoters reserve the right to refuse admission to any competitor or spectator.
